Developing a Life Purpose Statement
Universal Purposes
There is a sense in which all men are alike and God gives the same universal purposes to every man. These include four areas:

1. The Great Commission: To Build the Kingdom (Matthew 28: 18-20)

2. The Cultural Commission: To Tend the Culture (Genesis 1: 28)

3. The Great Commandment: To Love the King (Matthew 22:37)

4. The New Commandment: To Love the King's Children (John 13:34)
Follow these practical steps.
1. Ask God, in prayer, to reveal your personal earthly purpose to you. Read Psalm 32:8 and trust in God's promise that He will answer. 

2. Search the Scriptures for verses and phrases that capture you sense of God's purpose for your earthly life. Look for verses that describe your area of passion. Record verses that give you a special sense of meaning and purpose, picking out themes that are big enough to last a lifetime. Here are some which you can begin to explore:

3. Go slow and wait for God to reveal Himself. Be patient, it may take some time. Don't necessarily think that you will work on your Written Life Purpose Statement for a few days-it may take weeks or months.

4.  Once you find the verses and phrases that you believe express God's earthly purpose for you, create a concise summary statement. 


    Write a "draft" Written Life Purpose Statement on back:
5. Put the draft statement away for a few days. Come back to it and see if it still captures the driving passion of your heart. Once you are satisfied you have it, write it here and in the front of your Bible and date it.

6. Make a commitment to come back and revisit your Written Life Purpose Statement after a period of six months or a year. Make this a habit. Reevaluating your purpose statement helps you be sure that your life is focused on the will of God.
 

7. Do all of the above asking God to give a passion for your life so you will not be numbered among those timid souls who never know what it is like to taste the full measure of God. Decide to buy something great with the rest of the days you have to spend!
